2.doorbell and indoor display connection description:

1. Turn the toggle switch of the indoor monitor to ON and hold down the M
key. The display is displayed"Connected..... 30 ", enter the pairing mode;

2. Press the doorbell button long at the same time, and the work indicator
flashes;

3. The indoor monitor displays Connecting....../"That is, the pairing is successful;

4. When the visitor rings the doorbell, the indoor unit rings, click " €@" to
answer, you can two-way intercom;Press " € " again to hang up.

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4. Display operation instructions

1. Turn on the monitor. The display displays Link Down.
2. Press M to enter the menu Settings

3. Press the arrow keys -/ ¥, +/ A to select the corresponding icon.
4.Press @ key verify,Press the M key to return to the previous page.
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5.If there is no operation for 30 seconds, the display screen will
automatically turn off,long press €@ key for 3 seconds to wake up the
monitor.

6. Image: When a visitor arrives on time, the camera will automatically
capture the visitor's image and store it in the memory of display 2.
Note: Up to 40 images, loop over, save the latest photo.

7. Recording: This function requires inserting an SD card, ringing the
doorbell, and the monitor will automatically start recording, loop over,
and save the latest recording.

8. Settings: Click on ':'_%enter Settings

a. Language settings:-Built in multiple languages to choose from
b. Display brightness: Adjust the brightness of the monitor

c. Volume setting: Adjust the volume of the monitor speaker

d. Version information: Display hardware version number

e. Time setting: Set the display time

® Thedoorbellis a low-power product. When no one rings the bell,
the device enters standby mode and the display cannot wake up
the doorbell.

® Walls, windows, metal doors, etc. can weaken signal strength.
Please try to install the equipment within a strong signal range.

® Before use, pair the doorbell with the indoor monitor and install it
in the area with the best signal.

® |If the monitor is too close to the doorbell, it will produce echoes.
Please move them away or lower the volume, and the noise will
disappear without affecting normal environmental use.

@ This product is suitable for working temperatures ranging from
-10°Cto 50 ° C. Please do not use it in environments with
excessively high, low, or humid temperatures.

The monitor needs to be connected to an external power source for
long-term use. The built-in battery is only for temporary backup and
cannot be disconnected from the external power source for prolonged
use.
